Q: In order for conveyor belt sushi to
catch on in the U.S,, there are various topics
to discuss, but the foundation for that
happening is being put into place, isn'tit?

A: Yes. It has come to the stage for conveyor
belt restaurants and traditional restaurants to
share the image of sushi. However, | think the
same circumstances once existed in Japan as
well, and if it wasn't for conveyor belt sushi, |
don't believe conditions existed for this many
people up to this point to have the experience
of eating sushi. They would have known about
the existence of sushi; but, for instance, single
men in their twenties or groups of high school
or university friends would not have been able
to casually drop by at formal sushi restaurants.

If conveyor belt sushi restaurants had not
appeared, most likely eighty percent of the
people would have known about the existence
of sushi restaurants, but would not have gone
to such restaurants to eat. And that situation
would have probably continued for some time.
However, due to the appearance of conveyor
belt sushi restaurants, a place became
available where even groups of friends from
high school and university could casually go
and eat sushi. In surveying the entire sushi
industry, this was a great revolution. Sushi
culture went from being available for only
one group of people to being available to all
parts of society. We are a conveyor belt sushi
restaurant consulting company, but we believe
but this vision is extremely important. It is a
vision of sushi culture spreading to all areas of
American society. If the number of conveyor
belt sushi restaurants in which everybody in
America can easily eat sushi increases, then
everybody can enjoy sushi. It is our dream that
the real meaning of sushi culture will take hold
in America, and we think of it as being our
mission to make that dream into reality.
